Recalling its resolutions 41/60J of 3 December 1986,42/39K of
30 November 1987 and3/76H of 7 December 1988 on the United Nations
Regional Centre for Peace, Disarmament and Devedoprnm Latin America and the
Caribbean, with headquarters in Lima,

resolutions entitled “United Nations Regional Cenfor Peace, Disarmament and
Development in Latin America and the Caribbean”,

Recognizingthat the Regional Centre has continued to prowdéstantive
support for the implementation of regional and sgional initiatives and has
intensified its contribution to the coordination tfited Nations efforts towards
peace and disarmament and for the promotion of @een and social development,

Reaffirming the mandate of the Regional Centre to provide, request,
substantive support for the initiatives and otheti\aties of the Member States of
the region for the implementation of measures feaqe and disarmament and for
the promotion of economic and social development,

Taking note of the report of the Secretary-Genefaknd expressing its
appreciation for the important assistance providggon request, by the Regional
Centre to several countries in the region, inclgdthrough capacity-building and
technical assistance programmes, as well as outraativities, to prevent, combat
and eradicate the illicit trade in small arms amght weapons, ammunition and
explosives, for the development of plans to redacd prevent armed violence from
an arms control perspective, for promoting and suppg the implementation of
relevant agreements and treaties and for capadiilghing initiatives aimed at
bolstering the efforts of the law enforcement conmityi to combat the illicit trade
in firearms,
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Welcomingthe support provided by the Regional Centre to MemStates in
the implementation of disarmament and non-prolifierainstruments,

Emphasizingthe need for the Regional Centre to develop amengthen its
activities and programmes in a comprehensive addniced manner, in accordance

Welcomingalsothe assistance provided by the Regional Centisotoe States,
upon request, in the management and securing edmedtweapons stockpiles and in
the identification and destruction of surplus, olese or seized weapons and
ammunition, as declared by competent national aiiiks,

Welcomingfurther the initiative of the Regional Centre to continweconduct
activities in line with efforts to promote the etpble representation of women in all
decision-making processes with regard to mattefated to disarmament, non-
proliferation and arms control, as encouraged isohetions65/69 of 8 December
2010 and67/480f 3 December 2012,

Recallingthe report of the Group of Governmental Expertsthoa relationship
between disarmament and developmergferred to in General Assembly resolution
59/78 of 3 December 2004, which is of utmost interesthwiegard to the role that
the Regional Centre plays in promoting the issuetha region in pursuit of its

Noting that security, disarmament and development isheage always been
recognized as significant topics in Latin Americadathe Caribbean, the first
inhabited region in the world to be declared a raclweapon-free zone,

Emphasizingthe importance of maintaining the support provided the
Regional Centre for strengthening the nuclear-weafgee zone established by the
Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons intihaAmerica and the Caribbean
(Treaty of TlatelolcoY,as well as its efforts in promoting peace and misement
education,

Bearing in mind the important role of the Regional Centre in praimg
confidence-building measures, arms control and thton, disarmament and
development at the regional level,

Bearing in mind also the importance of information, research, educatol
training for peace, disarmament and developmerdrder to achieve understanding
and cooperation among States,
